Please join us for a ride on county roads to
tour some small towns in Clinton and
Tippecanoe counties. Allow two hours for
driving and sightseeing. It is a sixty mile trip
from Fairfield Lakes to Dog n Suds.

Fairfield Lakes County Park, Lafayette
Start at Fairfield Lakes Park.

Note: Fairfield Lakes Park is located a half
mile north of Haggerty Lane (County Road 200
South) on County Road 750 East or from the
IU Health Arnett Hospital go south on
Veterans Memorial Parkway, turn left at the
stop sign for Haggerty Lane, going past the
National Guard Armory, crossing over
Interstate 65 and Wildcat Creek then,
immediately turn left onto County Road 750
East.

From Fairfield Lakes parking lot head south to
County Road 200 South and turn left. At
County Road 850 West turn right.

In Mulberry road becomes Main Street.
Continue south.

Downtown, Mulberry

In Mulberry turn left onto Jefferson Road.

ConAgra

Before Jefferson the large building in the
distance to the left is the ConAgra Foods
warehouse and distribution center. Itis 1.6
million square feet with 38,000 cubic yards of
concrete. The building dips 1.4” from end to
end due to curvature of the earth. It contains
125 dock doors and 144,000 pallet slots.

In Jefferson turn left onto Old State Road 28
then, right onto Country Road 450 West.

Be careful crossing State Road 28!

Old Grain Building, Manson

In Manson turn right onto Manson Colfax
Road. Manson was named for Mahlon
Dickerson Manson, a general in the Civil War
and Lieutenant Governor.

Be careful crossing US 52!

Library, Colfax

In Colfax turn right onto Clark Street and jog
left and right onto Oakland Street. At
Jefferson Street turn left then right on Linden
Street/West 650 South. Colfax was renamed
to honor Vice President Schuyler Cofax.

Turn right onto Country Road 700 East.



Be careful crossing State Road 28!

Stockwell Market, Stockwell

In Stockwell turn left onto Attica Street
(Country Road 900 South).

In Concord turn right onto County Road 350
East. Turn left onto Wea School Road, turn
left onto County Road 150 East, and turn right
onto County Road 510 South.

At U.S. 231 turn right and continue north to
West Lafayette.

Turn right onto Lindberg Road. At Salisbury
Street turn left then, right turn onto Navajo
Street. Turn left onto Nighthawk Drive then,
left turn to Dog n Suds parking.
